The closest airports to Durham are Newcastle-Upon-Tyne, and Durham Tees (see link just above). Several airlines operate direct international flights to these airports, otherwise there are connecting flights to these from most major UK airports.

Durham is an ancient city with a rich history. At its heart are the Norman Cathedral and Castle which date back to 1093 and 1072 respectively, and which together have been designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site. (http://www.durhamcathedral.co.uk/)
St. John’s College, the host for the Cosmopoetics conference, is situated on the ancient South Bailey of Durham, overlooking the River Wear. It is in the heart of the city, two minutes walk from the Cathedral and Palace Green, and five minutes walk from the Market Square and riverbank footpaths.
